a. Shahadébearing witness) — made up of two statements.
1) “There is no God but Allah.”
2) “Mohammed is His prophet.”
b. Sala(prayer)
1) Muslimsrequired to pray 5x per day (pre-dawn, midday, mid-aftemgost after sunset,
night).
2) Prayer determined by the movement of the sun.
3) One must pray in the direction of Mecca.
4) Include recitation from Quran, petitions fordoareness, proclamations that Allah is the
greatest.
C. Zakat(almsgiving)
1) Zakat = “purification” — they “purify” theiwealth by giving some of it to the poor.
2) Paid once a year like a tax...1/40 of one’sspssions for that year.
3) The money goes to mosques, Islamic centerselfare centers.
d. SaunRamadan (fasting)
1) Every Muslim must fast in month of Ramadaf if®nth of Islamic calendar).
2) Fast is during daylight hours...abstain frommdodrink, sexual contact, and smoking.
e. _Haijj(pilgrimage)
1) Every physically/financially capable Muslimpected to travel to Mecca in lifetime.
2) This is to take place during first few day<4.8" month of Islamic calendar.
3) To commemorate trials & sacrifices of Abrahaiagar, and Ishmael.
4) Believed that Abraham and Ishmael built treala as the first house of worship.
